ÅContinue to improve and simplify application form

ïEvaluate requested information 

ÅRequested information should be used in the development of 
the permit

ÅDo not accept some types of modification 
applications that do not have compliance related 
issues

ïYou may want relaxed limits for Ra (because others are 
receiving relaxed Ra limits) but can meet current Ra 
limits, and have not had any problems meeting current 
Ra limit in past.

Applications



ÅRenewal applications must be received at minimum 
of 180 days prior to permit expiration date

ïPermit requires a timely renewal application to be 
submitted (180 days before the permit expires)

ïApplications will be processed as ñfirst-in-line -- First-in-
timeò

ÅDo not accept permit modifications applications 
when the receipt of the application is within 180 
days of the permit expiration date.
