The DEQ
suggests if your company has less than approximately 50 outfalls to use the Webfaractapgf your
company has more than BaQtfalls,it may be worth looking into the XML approach.

New Terminology (Submission Periods vs Reporting Periods)
One obstacle is the new terminology relating to what are referreas t&ubmission Periods" and
"Reporting Periods”. Under the new system a "Submission Period" is now what was referred to as :
"Reporting Period" under the old systeivet there is still a "Reporting Period" in the new system.

e Submission Period: A "Submisson Period" is the time in months required for DMR data to be
submitted back to DEQ. ypical values are ¥ Monthly; 2 - Bi-Monthly; 3 - Quarterly; 6- Semi
Annually and 12 Annually.

e Reporting Period: A "Reporting Period" is the time in months indiog the interval that data must be
reported. Typical values are-IMonthly; 2 - Bi-Monthly; 3 - Quarterly; 6- SemiAnnually and 12-
Annually.

e Typical combinations of the two are as follows:

Submission Period Reporting Period Description
6 1 Submit to DEQ every 6 months; report monthly
3 3 Submit to DEQ every 3 months; report quarterly
12 6 Submit to DEQ every 12 months; report semnually

XML Approach

The XML version of the eDMR system is most beneficial for permittees with large amounts of data to
submit to the WYPDES Pgoam. The XML approach involves a program which mines the data out of an
existingdatabase, and structures it in a way so that it may be uploaded into the WYPDES database. Tt
main advantage of the XML approach is the benefit of not having to entef @l onformation by hand.

The main drawback to this method is that it is the permittees responsibility to acquire/create the progran
used to mine out the information. The reason the DEQ will not create a program to get the information ou
of a databasés that no two database are alike, and the program needs to be persdnalindd/idual
databases.
